At
the moment, classes are being held virtually due to COVID-19 precautions.

OSHA enforces safety and health standards both at the state and federal level, and
develops reporting and record keeping systems and training programs for employers
and employees.

Many of the industries in which West-MEC students look to acquire jobs require OSHA
certification or other safety training as part of the onboarding process, especially ones
where heavy machinery or equipment use is commonplace. OSHA certification through
West-MEC does not expire, making graduates of West-MEC programs stand out.

“They can go into their careers already certified, which gives them a leg up when they’re
looking for jobs in the future,” said industry certification manager Frank Quinn.
